Things you should know . . .  

b Town Board Meetings are held the first Monday of each 

month at 7:00 p.m. at the Baytown Community Center located at 

the corner of 40th St. N. and McDonald Drive N. (Occasionally 

meeting dates may change due to holiday observations. Please 

check with Baytown Town Clerk if there are any questions.) 

b Recycle Pickups are every Wednesday in Baytown 

Township. New residents who have not yet received a recycling 

container can contact the Baytown Town Clerk, Connie 

Fredkove, at 430-4992. An average of just over 50% of our 

residents participates - weôd like to increase that number.  

b Burning Permits. Minnesotaôs Open Burning Law requires 

that burning permits are required for any non-recreational fire 

that is larger than 3ô in diameter. Burnng permits may be 

obtained by contacting the Bayport Fire Dept. at 275-4401. 

Permits require an on-site inspection and cost $20 (same as Lake 

Elmo and Oak Park Heights), so requests should be made a few days in 

advance of any burning.  

b House Number Identification. The Bayport Fire Dept. 

suggests that residents put LARGE address numbers on each side 

of their mailbox (or other prominent position) to assist the Fire 

Dept.  Sheriff and/or Ambulance to find their location quickly in 

the event of an emergency. 

b Building Permits.  Building permits are required for all 

construction, unless the project value is less than $2,500 and 

ñnon-structuralò in nature. Permits are good only for one year 

from the issue date, at which time the project is expected to be 

completed. If not completed, a new permit must be requested. 

Inspections during construction try to insure that state building 

codes are being followed, but are not a guarantee of the quality of 

work being done. That responsibility ultimately lies with the 

homeowners and/or the contractor they hire. Inspection services 

are provided by Valley Inspections; there are new phone 

numbers: 651-755-6165 or 763-433-9849. If you need a permit 

or have questions about obtaining one, please contact them.

Clerk at 439-4992.

OFFERS LOW -COST RAIN BARRELS  

 

This spring, the Washington Conservation             

District will be offering low -cost rain barrels, 

along with bundles of sapling trees and shrubs, 

to residents and landowners in Washington 

County.   

Rain barrels collect water from your roof, 

which can later be used to water your lawn or 

garden during dry weeks.  The $60 rain barrels 

are preassembled and come with instructions 

for set -up at home.  

The bare-root saplings include several species 

of conifers, hardwood trees and shrubs and 

come in bundles of 25 for $32.50. These trees 

can be used for urban and rural conservation 

purposes, such as, windbreaks, reforestation, 

erosion control, and wildlife habitat.   

Pre-order rain barrels and trees and then pick 

them up at the Washington County                       

Fairgrounds in Baytown Township on Friday, 

April 30 from Noon until 7:30 p.m. and             

Saturday, May 1 from 9:00 a.m. until Noon.
